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Report on the Lifetime Achievement Award Ceremony for Tarr Béla
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On November 1st, the Lifetime
Achievement Award ceremony
was held for Hungarian
filmmaker Tarr Béla, but due
to an illness, he was unable
to come to Japan. Instead,
filmmaker Oda Kaori, his pupil,
accepted the trophy on his
behalf. After the ceremony, Oda,
along with Yamada Yoji, Takasaki
Takuma, and TIFF Programming
Director Ichiyama Shozo shared
their memories of Tarr.

The first TIFF screening of
a Tarr Béla film was in 1995.
Despite it screening on a
weekday, seats were half full for
the 7.5-hour epic, Sdtdntangé
(1994). But according to
Ichiyama, “The only angry person
was Tarr Béla. He said, ‘My films
are packed everywhere else, but
only this much here. | will kill
you!" [laughs]”

Takasaki, the screenwriter for
Perfect Days (2023), had no prior
history with Tarr, but he said,
“l heard Director Yamada had
his staff watch Tarr’s The Turin
Horse (2011) before making
Tokyo Family (2013), so | was
wondering how you two were
connected.” Yamada replied,
“Before making a new film, |
always watch an outstanding

film that's farthest away from
my style for reference. My staff
was deeply moved by The Turin
Horse.”

After announcing his
retirement, Tarr opened a film
school called film.factory in
Sarajevo, Bosnia-Herzegovina
where he taught young directors
from around the globe. Oda
studied there for three years
from 2012 as the only Japanese
student.

“Béla believed that everyone
has a different filmmaking
style, so he'd scold us if we
tried to imitate him,” said Oda.
“He always told us to find our
own film language while we
were here. When | shot my first
feature film, Aragane (2015) in
Bosnia, | would show him the
unedited footage and he'd tell
me which shots were good and
which ones were not. He's warm,
sincere, charming, and strong.”

At TIFF, the films made by
Tarr Béla's workshop in February
and the film that captured the
behind-the-scenes process by
Oda, FUKUSHIMA with BELA

TARR, were screened.
